Participant Expectations


Spectrum participants…

· must be passionate about mentoring and encouraging girls in science!

· must have a flexible schedule to work with a team of 3 others.  All Spectrum participants will need to be available during after-school hours, from about 2:00-5:00 pm.
· with their team, co-host monthly after-school science clubs from September through May.

· bring students in the science clubs on fieldtrips to SFSU, once per semester.

· attend monthly Spectrum Community Gatherings at SFSU, Tuesdays 5:00-7:00 pm, dinner provided.
· with their team, co-host a Family Science Night event (May 2011) where they’ll coach and support the girls in sharing the science they have learned to their families.

· attend a 2-day Mentoring & Partnership Orientation at SFSU, August 3rd and 4th, 2010.
· enroll in the Fall 2010 semester of Biology 652: Science Partners in K-12 Education, meeting Wednesdays from 3:00 – 5:00 PM. Spectrum Science Partners will receive 4-units of graded credit to count towards their major for their efforts in this course. **
· present a formal poster on their Spectrum experiences at the SFSU COSE Student Poster Showcase, May 2011.
· must be current or former SFSU biology students.
